Our class read Flat Stanley, a book about a boy that was flattened by a bulletin board. As a result, Stanley was able to travel across the country in an envelope! Stanley is then able to participate in many exciting adventures! Each student has made a Flat Stanley to mail to someone special. 

Think about a friend or relative who lives in another place (a different city, state or even a country) who would be willing to host our flat friend. Hosts need to be willing to do a special activity with Stanley that will help us learn more about the area in which they live (take him to the beach, ball game, restaurant, museum, shopping, college visit, zoo, hike, etc.), complete a letter about their adventures together, and mail Stanley and the letter back to our classroom. Hosts may also choose to send postcards and pictures to enrich our experience even further.


This is an optional project that students can complete at home.  We have attached a letter format that you child may use to send along with Flat Stanley as well as an envelope.  In the letter they should explain the project and ask the host to return Flat Stanley along with a letter and pictures that tell about his adventure.  Students should remember to use the parts of a friendly letter that they learned about this year.   Mail Flat Stanley to the host (be sure to use enough postage) by the end of April so that he can make it back to our school by May 31st.
